When buyers see properties over and over, better videos and better information really do stand out. This is
the reason I hire an expert videographer who provides the right content. Time and again, I receive twice as
many calls, twice as many showings and twice as many offers as compared to not using the video marketing.

Speaking of technology, do you have a favorite real estate app?
Yes. There are two real estate apps that I use all the time: Picture This and Solar Watch. Picture This identifies
plants, flowers and trees. This is handy because during a showing people ask their Realtor to identify a plant.
Solar Watch tracks the sun. Want to track and see where the sun will be at 3 in the afternoon or what time
there will be shade? This app will track the sun throughout the year at whatever time you want.

What advice would you give your younger self?
Always place your clients’ best interests first and everything else will follow. I learned early in my career never
to focus on what is coming to you. Instead, focus on what is best for the client and it all works out.
