Langford has the best selection of leading national retail and wholesale chains on
Vancouver Island. Goldstream Avenue is alive with street-side boutiques, coffee shops,
and restaurants providing an immense variety of tastes and services.

Millstream Village is situated off the Trans-Canada Highway at the entrance to north
Langford. On the east side are retail stores and restaurants such as The Market Grocery,
Tom Lee Music, and Milestones. Across Millstream Road are large national chains like
Sleep Country Canada, Best Buy, Home Depot, and one of Langford’s largest retailers,
Costco.

In south Langford, Westshore Town Centre is Langford'’s largest shopping centre with 55
stores and services including the Brick, Winners Homesense, Cineplex Odeon Theatres,
SportChek/Atmosphere, BC Liquor Store, Romeo's Pizza, and Fairway Market.
