* Look uphill and avoid others before starting
downhill or entering a trail.

*  You must prevent runaway equipment.

¢ Read and obey all signs, warnings, and hazard
markings.

* Keep off closed trails and out of closed areas.

* You must know how and be able to load, ride and
unload lifts safely. If you need assistance, ask the
lift attendant.

* Do not use lifts or terrain when impaired by alcohol
or drugs.

If you are involved in a collision or incident, share
your contact information with each other and a ski
area employee.

While snow safety and avalanche mitigation efforts
help reduce the risk of avalanches, avalanches and
snow slides may occur at ski areas, both inside and
outside of the posted boundaries. Avalanches are an
inherent risk of the sport due to the nature of snow
and its accumulation on steep, mountainous terrain.
